General Instructions:  Hang the collector (rock in bottom, float on top) from a float, dock or buoy so that it is in the water all the time.  The collector should be about 6 inches below the surface.  Once a week (more often if you have time) remove it and submerging in fresh water a few minutes, then rinse the larvae out of the collector onto a screen or colander.  Put everything larvae like in a ziplock bag, add the location / date tag, and freeze it with some air to keep it from being crushed.
